The company’s pioneering approach to effective health and safety management at T5 has been well documented.  But even before this project started, BAA had introduced a proactive method of ensuring that the construction contractors it uses were suitably trained through its passport to work system, which was introduced to formalise its requirement for contractors to assess and respond to their workers’ training needs.  A key part of this system is that all workers on BAA sites must apply for a CSCS card relevant to their job within 28 days.
