THE FOLLOWING IS A GUIDE TO THE MINIMUM ACTIVITIES A COMPETENT LIFT INSTALLER WOULD BE EXPECTED TO PERFORM TO ACHIEVE INDUSTRY ACCREDITATION AT NVQ 3

1. General requirements for all Lift Installer Pathways

· Complying with Statutory Regulations and organisational safety.  Preparation of work area for installation activities.  Handing over and confirming completion of installation activities.

Common Skill Areas for all Competencies

· Carrying out fault finding and diagnostic procedures using a range of techniques, technical manuals and appropriate test equipment.  Competencies required to make effective use of written or graphical information.

Lift Installation Specific Competencies

· Measuring & Setting Out Lift Installations in accordance with approved procedures.

· Install Lift Well and Ancillary Equipment in accordance with approved procedures by selecting appropriate tools and equipment to us based on the operations to be performed and the equipment to be installed

· Install Traction or Hydraulic Lift Equipment in accordance with approved procedures by selecting appropriate tools and equipment.  Installation will require the siting, assembly, fitting, alignment and adjustment of the lift equipment.

· Installing Lift Ropes and Chains and adjust in accordance with approved procedures.  The applicant will be required to have install suspension, safety and governor ropes to new or reconstructed lift equipment.

· Installation of Lift Doors and Frames in accordance with approved procedures.  The doors and frames to be installed include manual and power-operated solid sliding doors, multi-leaf doors, hinged doors, collapsible gates, shutter gates and bi-parting doors and shutters, door operators and safety devices for new or reconstructed lift equipment.

· Checking and Setting the Lift Installation in accordance with approved procedures.  The checks to be carried out include the final checks and adjustments to the operation of lift installations prior to final test and commissioning.
