CSCS provides focus on health and safety 
VE Parrott (Oakley) Ltd was established in 1968 to carry out construction work for its local authority in Bedford.  While the company initially employed five people, its successful growth has resulted in a workforce of more than fifty with, on average, around 200 people employed on Parrott contracts.

Parrott focuses on public sector construction including schools, hospitals, local authority facilities and housing associations.  Around 75% of its business is generated by social housing projects in an area stretching from Northamptonshire down to the M25 and across to Cambridgeshire.

Parrott’s chairman Melvyn Parrott is a keen advocate of the CSCS Scheme.  He comments: “Almost all our staff and regular sub-contractors have CSCS cards.  I think it is the health and safety test which is particularly valuable.  It forces people to read and retain a great deal of useful and valuable information that they would not otherwise take on board.”

Parrott invites its sub-contractors to health and safety training sessions and seminars, which it organises in partnership with specialist construction health and safety consultancy EBSG.

Melvyn concludes:

“CSCS has helped to make construction workers more aware of how their actions affect health and safety on site.  This benefits them and their colleagues and also clients who are delivered with better buildings and facilities.”
